10:00 a.m. JH Boys (unlimited entries, everyone eligible for awards, only top 7 score)

10:30 a.m. HS Girls (unlimited entries, everyone eligible for awards, only top 7 score)

11:15a.m. HS Boys (unlimited entries, everyone eligible for awards, only top 7 score)

Entries

Entries will be done on Baum’s Page. You need to register, claim your team, input your roster, and enter your team in our
meet. There will be NO runner additions on the day of the meet, so please enter anyone who might even possibly
run. However, we are charged by the number of entries, not actual runners, so if you know someone isn’t running,
please leave them off your list. The entry window is open from Aug. 1 until Wed., Aug. 27 at 7 p.m. Late fees may
charged for late entries. If you are a new coach, please claim your team soon, as sometimes there are problems
encountered at that step; if you do have problems, email gary@baumspage.com.

Entry Fee
$50/full team or $10/individual. Maximum fee of $150. Entry fees are based on entries, not actual participation.

Course
