 Spikes are not permitted in the bleachers and are not to exceed ¼” for the surface 
 Tape is not permitted on the track.  Markers may be used for jumping events and relays. 
 Use your own shot/discus and batons.  Standard blocks will be provided. 
 The pole vault weight verification form is to be turned in to the pole vault judge before 

warming up for the event. 
 Team tents may be set up in the bleachers opposite the finishing line.  Teams without a tent 

may remain on the press box side but are asked to not sit at the finish line end of the 
bleachers.
